Coop Scoop Chicken Coop Tour

Saturday, June 4 from 9-11

Here is a suggested route of the tour.

Please respect the time that the coops are available to be shown.  Thank you.

From 9-10, the following 2 coops are open:

1. Little Acre Farm –  Lynda King - 3 Lancaster Road, Bolton

Follow Wattaquadock Hill Road to the end and bear right onto Lancaster Road.  The house is on the right just past the intersection with the railroad tracks. It is a yellow house with green shutters and solar panels on the roof.

- OR -

Take Still River Road into Lancaster at 5 Corners and turn left onto Old Common Road.  Take first right    onto Bolton Station Rd/Old Lancaster Rd.  Continue for about 1.5 miles, and the house will be on your left.  It is a yellow house with green shutters and solar panels on the roof.

2. One Acre Farm –  Janet Pesaturo – 133 Wilder Road, Bolton

Take a left out of Lynda’s driveway bearing left back onto Wattaquadock Hill Rd.  Take the first left onto Ballville Road and follow past the International merging straight onto Wilder Road.  Go about 1/3 mile – the house will be on your left.  Park on the road or on the shared driveway.
From 10-11, the following 2 coops are open:
3. The Kischitz Coop – Laura, Alex and Nick Kischitz - 113 Berlin Rd, Bolton

Follow Wilder and merge onto 117.  Take the right on Manor Road and bear left onto Berlin Road.  The driveway to 113 will be about a half mile down the road on your right.  Follow the driveway up the hill and to the left, and 113 will be on your left.

4. Jenni-Pi Farm – Jenni, Leigh and Kevin Lord – 581 Sugar Road, Bolton

Take Route 117 East to turning left on East End Road.  Turn left onto Sugar Road and and the driveway will be on your left in a bit. Turn left into white gates and the house is the first driveway on the right.
