The Treasurer reported $.11 in the State Grant, $2.82 in the Town Grant, and $387.22 in the Mart Van.

Susan said that FOBS agrees that the $4,000 FOBS has could go to the Outreach person or Social Worker, with stipulations.  FOBS wants specifics on how much COA needs for the Outreach person.  Sheila said she would go over monies that would be needed for the Outreach person.  COA suggested increasing 4 hours to 8 hours, plus transportation, or the State would pay for 4 hours and FOBS would discuss increasing hours.  Don Lowe said that FOBS stated that the COA had refused the $4,000 offered by FOBS.  Susan suggested a combined meeting between FOBS and COA.  Don Lowe discussed the charter for FOBS.  A copy was given to Susan to give to FOBS.  Susan said FOBS and COA have different ideas of what rules are rules.  FOBS  has a new charter which COA was not aware of.  Susan said she would get a copy of the new charter and give it to Sheila.  This discussion will be tabled to the next meeting.  Kathy’s pay is being accrued now until the State will pay for hours.  The Outreach line item by the State is practically guaranteed and will be subsidized by FOBS.

Sheila said Kathy Becker will take over supplying cell phones and fuel assistance for needy seniors in town from FOBS.  This is the Outreach person’s job.  A proposal will be made out to FOBS.  Sheila said she would also like to proof read the newsletter before printing.

Emma said that there are more copies being left of the newsletter.  Susan said the publishing company did a good job for the month of July.  The cut-off date for the newsletter is July 20th.

Don asked if there was any problem about keeping the Center open, and there is not at this time.

The picnic in August will be at the usual location.  Donations are requested.

The trips to Vermont on Sept. 21 and to the North Shore Theater on Oct. 6th are still on.
