     The meeting started at 7pm.. A dry run practice presentation was conducted in preparation for the upcoming Special Town Meeting vote. Chief Alfano presented on the primary building Article, and Marge Diaz, representing Bolton EMS, John Mentzer, representing Bolton Fire, and Chief Alfano, representing Bolton Police, co-presented on the Training Room Article. The group felt the presentations went well, and fell within the allotted time limits. 

     A discussion was held regarding the proposal from outside the committee that the Public Safety Building project allocate funds (up to 50k) to contribute towards the design and construction of a shared sewer force main with the Library to service both new projects. The committee was initially told that it was not necessary to budget for waste water treatment, as this fee would be covered by the Town under other accounts. In order to maintain the unanimous support of the Board of Selectmen, the PSBTF voted the following question:

A motion was put forth by Mark Giunta, seconded by David Farrell, stating “Does the Public Safety Building Task Force approve, within the 5.75m requested for the project, contributing up to $50,000.00 towards the design and construction of a sewer force main, running from the Emerson School to service both the Library and the new Public Safety building?”
The Vote was 5 in favor, 0 opposed. Mark Giunta abstained from the vote. The question was approved with no objections.
