     The purpose of this scheduled meeting was to review the most recent revisions made to the May 29, 2007 Space Needs Assessment. The Committee specifically wished to discuss these revisions with Selectman Curt Plante, as Curt had expressed at the previous BOS meeting that he was not comfortable with the previous square footage requested. That evening, several committee members met with Mr. Plante to discuss square footage areas to review further. The committee did in fact review these areas, and submitted a modified Space Needs Assessment to the BOS for their review.

     Selectman Plante opened the discussion at tonight’s meeting stating he “was impressed with the recent work the Committee had done reducing the square footage total, and that he would support the building at this new size.” He was referring to the July 18th Space Needs Assessment revisions. This was welcome news to the Committee, who had stressed from the start that they felt the support of this project from the BOS, the Advisory Committee, and the Capital Planning Committee, were critical to the success of this much needed facility.

     Selectman Ken Troup, who was also present, voiced his support for the project, and was pleased that common ground was met on the size of the first phase of the building. Ken stated that much work still needed to be done to continue to educate the public on the critical need for this facility prior to the November 5th Special Town Meeting. The Committee agreed, and stated that it has always been our intent to keep the public well informed, educated, and participatory in the process.
