M. Giunta updated the group on the status of the draft floor plan prints. Mark spoke with the architect, Brian Hulme, who stated print drafts were ready. The architect would bring them to us the 16th at 6pm to review the flow and adjacencies of floor plan. Chief Alfano mentioned Selectman Panny Gerkin’s suggestion that an enhanced spread sheet format comparison of other town’s with similar demographics public safety facility’s statistics would be helpful. Much of this information had already been gathered and reviewed by Committee members, so the spread sheet version would in fact be helpful. Chief Alfano suggested that a joint series of “Open Houses” at both the current Police Station and Fire Stations would be helpful for the public to actually see the deficiencies at each facility. Fire and EMS agreed, and offered numerous suggestions, including dovetailing an open house into National Fire Prevention Week, to publicize that as well.  Mid September was a proposed target date. The Chief also gave an update of the status of a State grant we applied for to obtain funding towards a proposed facility, if approved. Dave Lindsay, Advisory Committee liaison, stated he was developing a financial simulation of funding possibilities should a facility be approved.
